1. Open Meeting - Call to Order by President - Chris Scatliff

2. Old Business

a. Review of Minutes from Nov. 15th, 2008 Annual Meeting. President Scatliff
reviewed the old minutes. Motion: Made by c.. Union to accept minutes, 2nd made
by Lora Able. No objections, motion passed

b. Financial report made by Tim Goodwin. As of December 31st, 2008, Palmetto
Pointe had $2,471.00 in the checking account and $24,233 in the money market
account. This balance is after $94,000 was pai!d for the 2009 liability, fire, wind and
hail insurance. As of Feb. 28th, 2009, Palmetto Pointe had $46,049 in the money
market account. Most of this will go to pay for the 2009 flood insurance.

c. Len Lunquist reported back on the research for better security for the club house
and pool area. Len received two quotes from two different companies. The
clubhouse security quotes were $4,675.00 from Concor and $6,800 from ADT.
These quotes are for a camera system. The doc:ks security was a separate quote and
was $5,171.00 from Concor and $6,300 per dock (total $18,900) from ADT. Chris
Scatliff made a motion to table this decision and allow everyone to think about this
before deciding. Motion passed.

d. Jack Love presented the many options for hurricane protection and recommended
the community all install the same equipment at one time and allow the regime to
finance it by increasing the regime payment untiJi it is funded. Jack circulated the
data and pictures of some of the systems. One system is installed at 713 East Arctic,
Folly Beach, if homeowners wish to see it. C Union raised a concern about the
financial burden on all homeowners at this time lmd could we consider allowing
each homeowner to do their own unit. Chris S<;atliffasked that all think about this
and we will reconvene at a later time to decid(~within the next few months .. All
members present agreed.
